Cross Fire – ALT will ask students to repeat four words: forward, left, right, and back. JTE will explain how the game works; first, all students will stand up. Then, an object (i.e. stuffed animal) will be thrown around to each student. When the student receives it, s/he will have to answer a question (see attachment). If the student answers correctly, s/he will call out: forward, left, right, or back. This means that all students standing forward, to the left, to the right, or behind the student will be able to sit down. Then s/he will throw it, behind her/his back to another student and sit down. If they answer incorrectly, then they will still throw the object, but have to remain standing. All students who are sitting will not have to answer any questions. All standing students will have to answer questions. The last student will have to sing in front of the class.

Game Time! – ALT will number off students 1 or 2, and that group 1 will sit in a circle with the ALT, and group 2 will sit in a circle with JTE. JTE will explain that one student will stand up and introduce him/herself. Then after sitting down, the next student will stand up, introduce himself, and also introduce all previous persons before him/her. This will keep student’s attentions. Also we might award HP to those who can name every student. JTE and ALT will participate please. 

Scavenger Hunt – ALT will explain the goals. Students will be given a list of items that they must find in 英会話室. The list has yet to be made up, but it will be no more than 10 items, but at least 5.

	Syllables 1 – Students will be asked by JTEs to write down the Katakana words they use the most. ALT will take as many words as he can and write the correct English words on the board. Then we will practice saying each word as the ALT claps the syllables.

	ITIT – Syllables 2 – Students will then be given a worksheet with two sections: the first, one syllable words, the second, two syllable words. ALT will explain and rehearse each word with the class while clapping the syllables.

	ITIT – Syllables 3 – Students will be given a work sheet filled with one and two syllable words. Students will be asked to separate each word with a ` | ` for each syllable. In addition Students will be asked to write the number of syllables for each word. ALT will rehearse each word beforehand.


Half the class will be given a destination of A, B, or C, and the other half of the class will be given a way of explaining Aa, Bb, or Cc. Students will be taught commonly used phrases involving taking routes and what to look out for. At first students will start off with a simple map, and eventually move on towards a real life map of Fuji City. 
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	A(B 2 – ALT will now ask students to try and write down different ways to get to the same location. Examples will start off small and then will continue in difficulty


Dating Game – A lesson for descriptions. Students will each draw a number, the guys and the girls. Four students will be up in the front with a piece of butcher paper obstructing the view. The student must ask questions about the appearance of the students in question. In addition this can be modified for students to take on the roles of famous celebrities and pop culture icons. Students who guess correctly can win a prize.

Taking the vocabulary that they’re learning in English and applying / teaching them the conversation in which it is used?

	Editing (Dialogue) – ALT will have the dialogue on the board and ask students to edit their worksheets as the ALT edits on the white board. JTE and ALT will also explain why (if they can). We will look at the dialogue as set phrases instead of a dialogue as a whole because dialogues are situational and set phrases can be used in any situation.

	Write Your Own – JTE will give students a worksheet that starts and ends a conversation and will be asked to fill in their own conversation. ALT will randomly choose groups at random to perform.

	Presentations – Students will perform in front of class. They will be graded.
